BACKGROUND

The AUTHORITY owns, operates, and maintains solid waste facilities throughout Palm Beach
County. TheNorth CountyResource Recovery FacilititCRRF) is located on approximately 40

acres within a 132@cre AUTHORITY owned site. The 132@re site (locally ésignated as

Site #) isNorthof 45" Ste et , Sout h of Beeline Hi ghwaty, Wes
of the West Palm Beach Water Catchmentoés Ar ec:
Palm Beach, in Palm Beach County, Florida.

The facility normally processes 2,800 tons per day of Municipal Solid Waste (MSW) and
delivers a nominal 43.MW of electrical power to FPLThe MSW is processed into Refuse
Derived Fuel (RDF) and combusted in two (2), #slrom stirling watertube boilers rated at 925
psig, with steam at 750 psig, 750 degrees F and approximately 620,000 Ibs/hr delivered to a
single straight condensing noeheat turbine coupled to an-awoled synchronous generator
rated at 61 MW.
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The operation and maintenanceltd NCRRFhas been adracted with the Babcock and Wilcox
Company, and started on November 22, 1989. A copy of the pertinent pages of the Operations
Maintenance Agreemeérs attached heretand made part of{Appendix A and B.

ARTICLE I

Operation of Facility;

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ARTICLE Il

OPERATION OF FACILITY;

2.01. Commitment to Receive and Process Acceptable Waste.

Upon the Actual Acceptance Date, the Operator shall commence operations under this
Agreement. The Operator shall receive and Process Acceptable Waste delivered to the Facil-
ity Site by or on behalf of the Authority, in an amount no less than the Annual Throughput
Guarantee, which amount may be adjusted from time to time by mutual agreement of the
Operator and the Authority. The Operator and the Authority intend to Process quantities of
Acceptable Waste at the Facility in excess of the Annual Throughput Guarantee whenever
practicable and the Operator shall not arbitrarily refuse to receive and Process Acceptable
Waste in excess of the Annual Throughput Guarantee. ’
The Operator shall receive Acceptable Waste delivered to the Facility during the Receiving
Time and at such other times as may be established pursuant to Section 2.08 hereof.

The Operator and the Authority recognize that the Operator shall be operating the Facility
on behalf of the Contractor during the start-up and Acceptance testing phase contemplated
by Article IV of the Construction Contract. The Operator and the Authority also recognize
that if Acceptance of the Facility is based on the Facility having demonstrated the Full
Acceptance Standard, then the Actual Acceptance Date will be determined retroactively pur-
suant to Section 4.02(d)(2) of the Construction Contract to coincide with (i) a Provisional
Acceptance Date, or (ji) the date of the Contractor's certification of Acceptance test results
which subsequently are determined to have demonstrated compliance of the Facility with
the Full Acceptance Standard, or (iii) a conditional Actual Acceptance Date. Because the
Operator shall commence operations under this Agreement on the Actual Acceptance Date
which may be determined retroactively, and because during such interim period the Con-
tractor will still have control of the Facility to complete further testing and remove testing
equipment and such activities of the Contractor may require curtailment of operations in
whole or in part, the Operator and the Authority agree that for a period of up to ninety (90)
days following the Actual Acceptance Date, the Operator shall be granted relief from the
Performance Penalties set forth in Section 4.08 to the extent that operation of the Facility is
affected by such Contractor’s activities.

2.02. Operation of Facility. The Operator shall operate and maintain the Facility consistent with the
Operating Plan and proper operating practice and in such manner as to ensure that the Facility is
able to receive and Process Acceptable Waste in accordance with this Agreement.

2.03. Operation Coordinators.

The Authority shall from time to time designate an Operation Coordinator with respect to
matters which may arise during the performance of this Agreement, and such person shall
have authority to transmit instructions, receive information, confer with the Operator’s
Operation Coordinator and make all day to day operational decisions as may be directed by
the Authority Board. .

At least 180 days prior to the Scheduled Acceptance Date or 90 days prior to the anticipated
Actual Acceptance Date and from time to time thereafter, the Operator shall designate in
writing a person to act as the Operator's Operation Coordinator with respect to matters
which may arise during the performance of this Agreement, and such person shall have

Safety of Persons and Property. At all times the Operator shall establish and maintain safety
procedures for the Facility in a manner consistent with applicable law and good safety
practice. .

Repair and Maintenance. At all times the Operator shall: (i) keep the Facility in good repair
and maintain an adequate reserve of any and all spare and replacement parts to assure that
the Facility will be operated in accordance with this Agreement; (ii) maintain the exterior
and the interior of the Facility in a clean and orderly fashion; a{ld (iii) respond to the
Authority’s reasonable requests regarding special housekeeping efforts in and around the
Facility and Facility Site.

Facility Equipment Services. At all times the Operator shall: (i) operate the Facility in com-
pliance with all applicable federal, state and local laws, rules and regulations and permits;
(i) notify the Authority promptly if the Facility should be seriously damaged, irrespective of
cause; and (iii) comply with the provisions contained in the Indenture with respect to the
removal of any unit of equipment from the Facility. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the
Authority shall be responsible to have the existing permits modified as to the components
set out in Sections 2.0(a)(2), (3), (4), and (6) of Schedule F of the Construction Contract to
the level guaranteed by the Contractor, and following emissions testing conducted in accor-
dance with Schedule F of the Construction Contract, the Authority shall be responsible to
have the existing permits modified to reflect the actual values obtained during testing for
the emissions and effluents set forth in Paragraph 4.2 of Schedule F of the Construction
Contract.

Facility Equipment Warranties. The Operator shall, with the cooperation of the Authority,
use such means as it deems reasonable to pursue recovery against any subcontractor, sup-
plier, vendor, etc. which furnished equipment or services for the Facility which are defective
and any recovery so obtained shall be payable to the Operator; provided however, if the
Authority has previously paid or agreed to pay the Operator to make a repair or a change to
the Facility as a Pass Through Cost or a cost subject to Cost Substantiation, and recovery is
subsequently obtained against any subcontractor, supplier, vendor, etc. in connection
therewith, then any such recovery so obtained shall be payable to the Authority.

2.05. Authority Visitation and Inspection of the Facility; Record Keeping and Reporting; Testing.

At any time during the term of this Agreement and upon prior reasonable notice to the

Operator, the Authority, its agents and its representatives shall have the right to inspect,

visit and to take visitors through the Facility in order to inspect, observe and to permit oth-

ers to observe the various services which the Operator performs, provided that such inspec-
tions and visitations shall not interfere with the performance of the Operator’s obligations

under this Agreement and are in compliance with Section 2.05(d).

(1)  Prior to and after the Actual Acceptance Date, the Operator shall establish and main-
tain an information system to provide storage and ready retrieval of Facility operating
data, including all information necessary to verify calculations made pursuant to
Article IV.

(2} The Operator shall prepare and maintain proper, accurate, and complete books and
records and accounts of all transactions related to the Facility.

(3)  The Operator shall provide the Authority, together with the billing statement for
each Billing Period, the following operating data for each Billing Period: (i) the quan-
tity of Acceptable Waste received at the Facility on each day; (ii) the quantities of
Recovered Materials shipped from the Facility each day; (iii) the amount of steam

generated each day; (iv) hourly electricity produced each day, and summary totals of
daily electricity generated; (v) the quantity of Non-Processible Waste delivered to the
Landfill; (vi) the quantity of By-Passed Waste delivered to the Landfill; (vii) the quan-
tity of Residue delivered to the Landfill; (viii) a reconciliation showing the quantity of
Acceptable Waste Processed which is to be calculated by subtracting the total Non-
Processible Waste delivered to the Landfill from the total Acceptable Waste delivered
to the Facility; and (ix) the anticipated operating and Waste delivery schedule for the
next Billing Period. These reports shall present the data in a form reasonably accept-
able to the Authority and the Consulting Engineer.

The Operator shall provide the Authority, its auditors and the Consulting Engineer
with reasonable access to Facility meters and pertinent records.

An annual inspection and recertification program shall take place within 30 days of
the end of each Fiscal Year. This recertification shall consist of an audit of all Facility
operating records for the Fiscal Year with the object of verifying that all Performance
Guarantees are met and the Facility is in good repair. The annual recertification shall
determine if the Facility is in compliance with the provisions of all federal, state and
local regulations applicable to the Facility. Recertification will be contingent upon
receipt by the Authority of an acceptable Annual Report. Inspection and recertifica-
tion shall not include retesting. If retesting isrequested by the Authority, the costs of
same will be treated as a Pass Through Cost; provided however, if retesting is at the
request of the Operator then the costs of same will be paid by the Operator.

The Operator shall, in coordination with the Authority’s Consulting Engineer, pre-
pare the Annual Report that will incorporate a summary of all contractually required
records and data for the previous Fiscal Year, as well as a summary of the past year’s
operations. In a'separate section of the report, the Consulting Engineer shall give an
independent opinion relating to the overall performance of the Operator in comply-
ing with the Operating Plan, the general status of the Facility with regard to Operator
maintenance over the past Fiscal Year, and any recommendations to improve the
operation and maintenance of the Facility. The Authority and the Operator will
review the Consulting Engineer’s recommendations and mutually agree on any rec-
ommended changes to the Operating Plan and associated recommended adjustments
to the Annual Base Operating Fee. In the event the parties fail to reach agreement,
the matter will be resolved pursuant to Section 7.03. The Annual Report shall be sub-
mitted to the Authority by the Operator by March 1 of each year. The Authority shall
pay all costs associated with the services of the Consulting Engineer and the Operator
shall pay all other costs of the Annual Report.

In addition to those responsibilities and obligations set forth in Section 2.05(c)(2)
above, the Consulting Engineer shall provide in its section of the Annual Report, a
list of any recommended repairs or replacements which should be or should have
been performed in accordance with proper operating practice for similar facilities.
The Operator, within 30 days of submitting the Annual Report to the Authority, shall
cause to be prepared a response to the recommendations of the Consulting Engineer.
Such response shall contain a schedule and cost for completing the recommended
repairs or replacements. If the Operator should disagree with the recommendations
of the Consulting Engineer, the Operator, the Consulting Engineer and the Author-
ity, will meet to discuss and in good faith attempt to resolve such disagreement. If the
parties cannot agree on the need for such recommended repairs or replacements and/
or a schedule for implementing such repairs or replacements, then the disagreement
may be directed to the Arbitrators pursuant to Section 7.03. Unless the Authority and
the Operator otherwise mutually agree, the Operator shall commence work on the
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
